The Spanish major consists of a total of 11 courses
numbered 205 and above. Required: 230 (Advanced
Grammar), 231 (Spanish Composition), 305 (Introduction
to Literary Analysis and Theory) and 410 (Seminar in
Hispanic Literature). A maximum of 5 of the courses may
be at the 200 level. Only one course in English that is
related to the Spanish- or Portuguese-speaking world and
culture can count towards the major (students are
encouraged to take the FLIC option if available). One
course taught in SPAN at Dickinson programs in Malaga or
Mendoza not listed in the Bulletin, not a literature or
linguistics course, and on a topic related to Spanish- or
Portuguese-speaking world & culture may count toward the
major. Before taking a 400-level course students should
complete at least two courses at the 300 level. SPAN 410
must be taken in the senior year.
