Position Description Overview: The Dickinson College Farm operates a small batch biodiesel operation, in which a clean burning alternative to petroleum diesel fuel is produced from used cooking oil collected from Dining Services.  The resulting liquid fuel is used to power farm trucks and tractors.  Biodiesel production involves basic chemistry and arithmetic skills, the ability to follow directions and safety protocols.  The farm also produces biogas (bio-methane) via anaerobic digestion of livestock manures and campus food waste.  Gas from the bio-methane project is used for cooking in farm residences and canning produce at the barn.  Biogas work includes manure collection and handling, operating basic power tools, and following safety protocols.  The student employee will gain experience in all aspects of biofuels production, from feedstock collection and analysis to delivery and use of the finished products.  Some tinkering and experimentation with new system designs will be part of the job.  Biofuels production on the farm is a hands-on "dirty job", but the right student will find it a rewarding opportunity to generate low tech renewable energy while learning a variety of skills.  Preference will be given to science and environmental majors, but all students are encouraged to apply.
