Faculty Mini-Grant Application 
About the It’s On Us Grant
In spring 2021, Dickinson College was awarded the It’s On Us Governor’s Grant for the prevention of sexual and gender-based misconduct.  Through the grant, the Title IX and Sexual Respect Office invites faculty members to submit proposals for mini-grants targeted to topic additions to existing course curricula with the aim of integrating awareness, education and prevention of sexual and gender-based misconduct into academic programs. 
The grant is appropriate for courses in all academic disciplines.
The Title IX and Sexual Respect Office’s Prevention and Education Working Group will review and award up to 8 proposals, for a $1,000 mini-grant per implementation into each selected faculty member’s course.  

Course Infusion

College faculty are invited to submit proposals for mini-grants targeted to topic additions to existing course curricula that increase educational opportunities for students to learn about sexual and gender-based misconduct as it relates to any of the topics below:

· safe and healthy relationships
· consent
· sexual and gender-based violence prevention 
· healthy masculinities 
· bystander intervention for sexual and gender-based incidents
· highly correlated phenomena such as alcohol and drug use

· how sexual and gender-based misconduct risks academic progress and resources

· societal factors such as sexism, racism, xenophobia, homophobia, or transphobia
· socioeconomic factors such as access to physical and mental health wellness resources
· other perspectives relevant to Dickinson College’s community such as the values and commitment to a diverse and inclusive campus. 

The Title IX and Sexual Respect Office’s Prevention and Education Working Group will review the proposals and select and award the mini grants in May/June 2021. The awarding of the mini- grants will require those selected faculty members to incorporate the new proposed course content by the time the courses are next offered, in Fall 2021.
The Title IX and Sexual Respect Office’s Prevention and Education Working Group will work with each faculty member to track the number of students engaged in learning, assess learning, and ask faculty to present and report on the mini-grant’s successful learning outcomes.   
The awardees will also participate in an It’s On Us-grant-focused campus presentation (whether virtual or in-person), during the Spring 2022 semester, where they can invite their students to participate and discuss key highlights of what they have learned through the course content.

Current Dickinson College faculty members are eligible to apply. The grant is appropriate for courses in all academic disciplines.
